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The Anulyo Mendoza Memorial Scholarship will be awarded to a graduating senior, currently attending a public high school in San Francisco, who comes from an educationally or environmentally disadvantaged background, and who plans to enroll full-time at San Francisco State University for the 2001-2002 academic year.  The recipient will receive a scholarship equivalent to full-time SFSU registration fees, currently $1826, with half of the scholarship disbursed in each of the Fall and Spring semesters.





Anulyo Mendoza attended San Francisco State University from 1976 to 1979.  He played fullback on the SFSU soccer team.  In 1976, Anulyo won the award for Most Valuable Player.  He died suddenly on September 7, 1996 from a rare form of cancer.  This scholarship was established in his memory by family and friends.
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Student Selection Criteria





High school senior, currently attending a public high school in San Francisco.


Must have at least a cumulative 2.75 Grade Point Average (GPA) for junior and senior years in high school.


Must be Bay Area resident.


Come from educationally or environmentally disadvantaged background.


Must enroll at San Francisco State University as a full-time student with at least 12 units for both the Fall 2001 and Spring 2002 semesters.


Must apply for financial aid using the 2001-2002 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) and have financial need as determined by the SFSU Office of Student Financial Aid.  Scholarship applicants are strongly encouraged to complete and mail the 2001-2002 FAFSA form by March 2, 2001.  The FAFSA can be submitted via the internet at www.fafsa.ed.gov.


Write a personal statement (typed or printed, double-spaced, not to exceed three pages) describing your education and career objectives, campus or community participation and service, personal or academic achievements, educational or economical challenges you face in your pursuit of a college education, and any other information to be considered with respect to your scholarship application.


Attach a letter of recommendation from your high school counselor or teacher, addressing two issues: 1) your potential for success in college, and 2) the educational or economical challenges you face in your pursuit of a college education.


Attach a copy of your high school academic transcript including junior and Fall senior year grades.


Deliver or mail all items together (application, personal statement, letter of recommendation, high school transcript) to SFSU Office of Student Financial Aid HSS 120 by Friday, April 6, 2001.
